8.  WELCOME  

Commissioned Lay Pastor, Paul Jones, from (Co-Host) Yarnell Community Presbyterian Church 
welcomed the presbyters to First Presbyterian Church, Wickenburg on behalf of Rev. Jim Longstreet, 
who was unable to be present due to illness.  Paul Jones gave some background on Yarnell Community 
Church and invited the presbyters to join them in Sunday worship.  Mickey Jones, from First, 
Wickenburg, also welcomed the presbyters and gave some background on the mission activities of their 
church of 300 members.  The sanctuary, in which the Stated Meeting took place, was dedicated in 1954. 
She invited presbyters to visit the Desert Caballeros Western Museum before leaving the Wickenburg 
area.  
 
At 4:25 PM, the Moderator invited presbyters to take a few moments to greet each other, and it was 
announced that the Clergy Spouse Get-together was about to begin.  The meeting resumed at 4:30 PM 
with the Report of Council/Trustees.

CONSENT AGENDA 
The Consent Agenda includes the Minutes of the June 10, 2003 Stated Meeting of the Presbytery of 
Grand Canyon (9.1.), the Report of the Council’s August 7, 2003 Meeting (9.2.), the Report of the 
Committee on Ministry (9.3.) and Additions to the Consent Agenda of: the Report of the Committee on 
Preparation for Ministry (9.4.), and the Report of the Stated Clerk (9.5.) 
 
The items placed on the Consent Agenda were approved by unanimous consent after opportunity to 
remove any items for discussion. 
 

9.1.  MINUTES OF THE JUNE 10, 2003 MEETING OF PRESBYTERY 
 Sent with the Call to the Meeting. 

 
9.2.  COUNCIL REPORT OF ACTIONS TAKEN ON AUGUST 7, 2003 

The Council of the Presbytery of Grand Canyon met for its Stated Meeting at Crosswinds Presbyterian 
Church, Phoenix.  After determining that a quorum was present, Chair, Ralph Meredith called the 
meeting to order at 12:35 PM, with prayer.  There was a time of sharing of joys and concerns. 
 
WELCOME 
Gloria Wilson introduced Rev. Michael Hartwell, Pastor of Crosswinds Presbyterian Church, and his 
wife Christi.  Rev. Hartwell welcomed the Council members to Crosswinds.  The congregation is in the 
process of building a new worship facility.  Today, the church received the permit to begin on the 
entryway.  They are excited about the future at Crosswinds and the growth that is taking place. 
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COUNCIL MEETING 
MINUTES & AGENDA APPROVED 
The minutes of June 5, 2003 were approved as written. 

 

TREASURER’S REPORT 
The financial report as of July 31, 2003 was reviewed and approved as presented.   
 

EXECUTIVE PRESBYTER’S REPORT 
Rev. Ken Moe referred to material in the Council packet and highlighted the following: 
 
Curtis Kearns and a member of the GAC (to be named later) will be present at the November Council 
meeting.  They are coming to visit the Council because Grand Canyon Presbytery is in the top 20, in 
terms of total mission giving for GA.   
 

Letter From the Synod Council of the Synod of the Southwest 
Ken Moe received a letter from the Synod Council, requesting that an appointed team of its members 
meet with the Presbytery Council: Adrian Martinez and/or Hilbert Schouten, Jaime Quinones, Conrad 
Rocha, Jan DeVries, Fran Park and Helen Orr.  The meeting would be for the purpose of exploring 
options in light of the current financial crisis.  The letter was enclosed in the Council packet as well as 
Ken Moe’s letter of response, inviting the Synod Council Team to attend the September 4, 2003 meeting 
of Council. 
 
Letter from Rev. Karl Travis, Chair of the Special Offerings Review Task Force and Pastor of Grosse Ile 
Presbyterian Church in Grosse Ile, Michigan.  The task force is reviewing the existing special offerings 
(One Great Hour, Pentecost, Peace, and Joy) and is evaluating support for a fifth special offering – a 
Witness offering  - to benefit national and international mission.  The task force is to report back to the 
216th (2004) Assembly. 
 
The PJC Decision in Minihan v. the Presbytery of Scioto Valley that reaffirms the right of a session to 
determine the distribution of a congregation’s benevolences, including the payment of per capita to 
presbyteries. 
 
Dismissal of a lawsuit against Abu-Akel – On July 9, 2003, Orange County (CA), Superior Court ruled 
in favor of the Rev. Fahed Abu-Akel, Moderator of the 214th General Assembly of the PC(USA), 
dismissing the slander lawsuit brought against him by Paul Rolf Jensen. The court dismissed the suit for 
lack of “subject matter jurisdiction over the allegations of the complaint.” 
 
Council recessed.  Trustees’ meeting convened. 
 
TRUSTEE ITEMS 
 
Fountain Hills Presbyterian Church (PIN 10294) 
Trustees APPROVED the recommendation of the Property Committee that the agreements for the 
contractor, the architect and the easement be approved and signed for the multi-purpose building project 
at Fountain Hills Presbyterian Church.   
 
This project was reviewed and approved approximately two years ago.  However, it was delayed and 
now the church is ready to proceed.  The Property Committee has reviewed their financial plan and also 
the building plans and finds them to be in order.  The easement agreement is a utility easement for the 
sprinkler system. 
 

Memorial Presbyterian Church (PIN 00031)   
Trustees APPROVED the recommendation of the Property Committee that the contract to sell 
Memorial’s auxiliary parking lot for $155,000 be approved. Trustees also APPROVED the quit claim 
deeds relative to the alley.  The first contract fell through and this is another buyer.  The Property 
Committee has reviewed the terms of the contract and finds them acceptable. 
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Desert Hills Presbyterian Church (PIN 09148) 
Trustees APPROVED the recommendation of the Property Committee for approval of a lease agreement 
between Desert Hills and Jetstream Wireless LLC for the placement of equipment for Internet 
transmission.   
 
The lease would be for five years at a rate of $200 per month and the equipment would be placed in such 
a manner as not to be seen.  DHPC will send $100 per month of this lease agreement to the Presbytery. 
 
Bethany Presbyterian Church (PIN 00030) 
On recommendation from the Property Committee, Trustees APPROVED an agreement between 
Bethany and T-Mobile Company for an option to inspect their property for $500, for a possible 
equipment site; and, if found to be acceptable to enter into a lease agreement of $600 per month on a 
five-year lease.   
 

Peoria North Property (Northstar NCD) 
On recommendation from the Property Committee, Trustees APPROVED that Don Swanson, the 
Associate for Property, be authorized to start to negotiate the sale of approximately one acre of the NCD 
property on 99th Avenue and Pinnacle Peak Road. 
 
In order for the owner of the commercial lot directly in front of the NCD property to develop his lot, the 
City of Peoria is requiring that he have an entrance off of Pinnacle Peak Road as well as 99th Avenue.  
This entrance is also required to be approximately 210 feet from the intersection of 99th Avenue and 
Pinnacle Peak Road.  These requirements place the entrance on our property.  To sell one acre of this 
NCD property would not adversely affect development of this property for a church in the future. 
 
Guadalupe Head Start 
On recommendation from the Property Committee, Trustees APPROVED that the Guadalupe Head Start 
program be allowed to remove a piece of the playground equipment that they purchased for the grounds. 

The Guadalupe Head Start program will not be reopening in the fall.  They bought the piece of 
playground equipment that they would like to take with them to another facility.  There are two other 
Head Start programs in Guadalupe and this one is shutting down because of lack of funds. 

Mountain View Presbyterian Church (PIN 10611) 
On recommendation from the Property Committee, Trustees VOTED TO APPROVE the terms and 
conditions of the bridge loan from Johnson Bank in the amount of $2,535,000. 

On recommendation from the Property Committee, Trustees VOTED TO APPROVE the following: 
MOTION For Guarantee From Presbytery 
Therefore, be it resolved that: 
The Presbytery of Grand Canyon (a “Corporation”) of the Presbyterian Church (U.S.A.) having received 
and reviewed the loan application of the Mountain View Presbyterian Church with property located at 
8050 East Mountain View Road, Scottsdale, Arizona and 9832 North Hayden Road, Scottsdale, Arizona, 
a member of good standing of this Presbytery, approved the loan application and guarantees the 
repayment of principal and interest on the first and second lien position loans to the Presbyterian church 
(U.S.A.) Investment and Loan Program, Inc., in the amount of $3,335,000.  The officers of the 
Presbytery Corporation are authorized to sign a Guaranty Agreement for these loans as agents of the 
Presbytery Corporation. 
 

The Following Information Was Provided to Trustees for Information Purposes Only 
Ganado Presbyterian Church 
The Property Committee and the Session of the Ganado Presbyterian Church have decided to delay the 
project of stabilization of the foundation and renovation of the sanctuary for six months until more 
information can be gathered concerning the cracks in the sanctuary and the shifting of the walls. Besides 
drainage, which is what all of the engineers have focused on, an explosion approximately 20 years ago 
may also be a contributing factor to the cracks and walls. By monitoring the cracks and the walls for the 
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next six months, we will be able to determine if there is continuing movement or settling of the structure.  
All of the engineers have stated in their  reports that the structure is fundamentally sound, so we will be 
able to take the time and not worry about the church falling down. The information gathered may affect 
the course of action we take to renovate the sanctuary. 

The application for National Historic Landmark Status for the Sage Memorial Hospital’s School of 
Nursing will be reviewed in September by the Department of the Interior.  If accepted, this will open up 
matching grant money for the renovation of the Ganado Mission Compound.  The reason that the 
application is going in under the School of Nursing is because to be accepted for landmark status, you 
have to be unique.  There are many missions on the Indian Reservations that had churches, hospitals and 
schools.  There is only one mission that had the first and only School of Nursing for Native American 
women. 

Navajo Health Foundation  
Don Swanson reported having received a notice to the Navajo Health Foundation that their insurance 
policy will not be renewed when it expires on Sept 30, 2003.  Nan Campbell, Chair of Property, will be 
talking with Sage Hospital to see what action they are taking to make sure that the Navajo Health 
Foundation has appropriate insurance coverage as it would be a violation of their lease if their insurance 
expires. 
 

Trustees recessed.  Council reconvened. 

STATED CLERK’S REPORT 
Dick Coffelt shared some things gleaned from a review of the presbytery’s income/expenses over the past 
10 years that deserve recognition and celebration in the midst of our current budget situation: 

1. In 1994 the Presbytery adopted a goal of self-sufficiency within 10 years.  While the churches of 
the presbytery have always given more in mission to the General Assembly and Synod of the 
Southwest than the presbytery received back in circulating funds, the records reflect that in 1994 
we received 61% of our income from General Assembly and Synod Partnership Funds.  In 2002 
only 26% of our income was received, from these sources.  Our 2003 Budget was based on 
receiving 24% of our income from GA and the Synod. 

2. 22 Churches provided 81% of our mission and per capita income in 2002. 
3. 58 of our 70 churches contributed to presbytery mission in 2002. 
4. Per member giving in 2002 to presbytery mission  per church ranged from a high of $69.38 to a 

low of $2.95 for those churches contributing to presbytery mission.  The average per member 
mission giving by church was $28.71. 

 
ASSOCIATE FOR NATIVE AMERICAN MINISTRIES 
Rev. Judy Wellington referred to her written report in the Council Packet and highlighted the following: 
Presbyterian Women’s Gathering 
I attended the PW Churchwide Gathering in Louisville, KY in July to lead 3 workshops on Native 
American ministry issues. The interaction was lively and the information I provided was enthusiastically 
received. Let me share briefly that some gifts from Native America to the church include a profound 
respect for the earth and its resources, trust in the mystery of the Holy Spirit, a keen awareness of that 
"great cloud of witnesses" or the legacy of those who have gone before, and a deep regard for 
relationships even as Jesus had for those he encountered.  
 
Other highlights of the gathering included Rev. Martha Sadongei as the preacher for the closing worship 
service and an opportunity to encourage Native women from Oklahoma, South Dakota, Alaska, 
California, New Mexico, and Texas in their ministries. Martha and I were also able to meet with 
Presbytery of Grand Canyon PW planners of the fall gathering that will be held at Cook College and 
Theological School.  
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Presbyterian Women have been proactive in antiracism training and self-examination as an organization. 
We have a local resource person, Gloria Young, who has been trained as a PW Antiracism Facilitator, 
and I would encourage the Presbytery Council and/or its committees to engage her services as we seek 
to be Christ's body on earth. If we are going to start new churches and make disciples of all nations, we 
cannot afford to ignore the sin of racism that impacts the church in subtle and not so subtle ways. 
 
Leadership Development  
One of the roles of the Committee on Ministry is stated in SR6-021 0-1: "The Committee on Ministry 
shall provide direct access at all times to all ministers in the Presbytery, and to all elders in the 
Presbytery, in all matters relative to the spiritual or temporal welfare of the churches in which they hold 
office." I've had preliminary discussions with Loretta Blackwater and Genni Denetsone, COM church 
partners, about their concerns for the lay leadership of the reservation churches. Both women have 
specific ideas about ways to address the needs and I will be working with them to encourage new leaders 
and affirm different leadership styles. I have also put them in touch with Joan Fenton who is organizing 
workshops on the issue of domestic violence and is willing to do this at the reservation churches.  

The work of the presbytery’s Educational Ministries Committee is a tremendous help in addressing basic 
needs with the Big Event and the new officers' training. My thanks to all those throughout the presbytery 
who serve as mentors, teachers, prayer partners, pulpit supply and friends of Indian ministries. We have 
to stay open to all the ways we can encourage one another in ministry because this openness is one way 
the Holy Spirit can breathe new life into dry bones, move us beyond self-preservation to proclamation of 
Christ's gospel to the world God loves. God wants to use all of our gifts to invite new people into our 
fellowship. Again I say, go out and worship in someone else's church to meet God's other children.  

Immediate Need  
Tuba City Presbyterian Church is in need of helpers with the construction work on the manse. The new 
minister is staying in a rental unit until this work is complete. The assistance of even a few volunteers 
who are skilled would help bring this project to completion. 

Other facility needs include: work at Dennehotso, which is often overlooked because it is small and off 
the beaten path. The same could be said about Blackwater, which is the farthest south in this presbytery. 
Please do not forget the least of these in your prayers.  

The Challenge of Ministry in Two Worlds  
The “two worlds” I refer to are the Indian or indigenous world (from a variety of perspectives) and the 
non Indian World. Our peoples continue to wrestle with ways of being the church that are faithful to God 
and viable within a Presbyterian framework. Will the Presbyterian Church continue among Indian 
people?  History tells us that RELATIONSHIP was key to the impact made by a Christian message 
proclaimed by the missionaries. At some point nonIndians entered the Indian world and Indians entered 
the nonIndian world to create a community of what? Christ's people, disciples, servants, followers, 
witnesses, sisters and brothers, teachers, healers, or his very body? Who will hear and respond to the call 
of God's spirit to be touched by another's world for the sake of Jesus Christ who entered our world to 
show us God's love? 
 

 ASSOCIATE FOR CONGREGATIONAL RESOURCING 
Rev. José Olagues referred to his written report and highlighted the following opportunities for worship 
and spiritual experience in varied settings: 
 
Worship - On the First Lord's Day of the month, I worshipped at First United Presbyterian Church in 
Grants, NM, where a friend is the pastor.  
 
Ghost Ranch - The first full week of the month was spent in the "glorious" setting of Ghost Ranch. I 
accepted again the invitation to be the chaplain in residence. Based on the experience of the previous 
year, however, where I collaborated closely with a seeking spirituality class, the experience was one of 
co-leadership. A colleague, the Rev. Carol Wickersham of Wisconsin, and myself shared not only the 
chaplaincy responsibilities, but jointly lead a class as well.  
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Chaplaincy - My days began by leading a small group through a pre-breakfast meditative period 
among the feathered winged friends in a small, enclosed, garden behind Ghost House. The daily text for 
reflection was explored through a lectio divina format. After breakfast, the daily worship experience 
was rich and varied. In addition to Carol's and my leadership, we were blessed to have Richard Avery’s 
and Donald Marsh’s musical contributions. The theme for the week was "doors" and a musical theme 
was written and sung throughout. It was a blessing to preach at the end of the week as over one hundred 
worshippers participated in The Lord's Supper celebration.  In addition to the congregation’s carrying 
on the musical theme for the week, a bell-chimes soloist added to the setting.  And an anthem, written 
for the occasion, was presented by the talented choir that was formed.  
 
Class - Throughout the week, the "Doors to the Spirit" class explored different expressions of 
spirituality with emphasis in the Northern New Mexico History and tradition. In addition to readings, 
videos, lectures and presentations, a labyrinth walk was scheduled as well as visits to on-site craft 
classes with "spiritual" dimensions. Off-site field trips enhanced the experience. Those visits and 
conversations included the meeting house of a Roman Catholic lay male -leaders service club, and its 
village's sanctuary, historical Presbyterian churches in Truchas and Chimayo, as well as Chimayo's 
Sanctuary (world-known for its healing miracles), and a vesper's sung mass celebration at the well 
secluded Monastery of Christ in the Desert.  
 
Costa Rica -  After three days in the office, I found myself in a luscious green setting in Central 
America. What a contrast: From the high desert, to the valley desert, to the rain forest!  I did plan four 
days of personal time there before the continuing education experience and was fortunate to tour part of 
the small and beautiful country: A trip to the rain forest, with a high off-ground gondola observation 
and narration point, coffee plantations, volcanoes, sights of enormous crocodiles and other animals in 
natural settings, and the indispensable time to be in close contact to The Creator at one of my (the beach 
bum) favorite settings the ocean. On the first Sunday there, I heard mass in the small village of Heredia, 
on the way to the beach.   
 
PC(USA)'s Hispanic Pastors Seminario - I joined over 100 Hispanic pastors gathered together for this 
yearly continuing education opportunity. Others from our presbytery included Renato Alvarez and 
Oscar Qun (Yuma). Two Costa Rican Theologians led us. Juan Stam challenged us to answer the call 
with integrity and to be prophetic. Arturo Piedras reminded us of the need to preach the gospel with 
integrity to our populations. Both of them referred to the protestant mission to evangelize Latin 
America became a movement of its own (at least in mainline denominations) eventually breaking down 
the ties with the "mother" churches in the USA.   
 
Association of Presbyterian Hispanic Administrators - The last day and a half were spent with a 
small group of administrators. We focused on redefining the role, mission and goals of this recently 
"revitalized" organization.  Throughout, daily worship was experienced in various styles. 
 
I also worshipped in suburban San Jose Costa Rica at Centro de Comunidad de Amor (community of 
Love) a non-denominational group that is in conversation with the Presbytery of Costa Rica about 
joining the denomination.  
 
COUNCIL ITEMS 

GENERAL ASSEMBLY COUNCIL QUESTIONNAIRE 
Mary Lynn Walters, a member of the GAC, led the Council members in a discussion of questions 
relative to the mission priorities of Evangelism, Justice, Spiritual Formation, and Leadership, all of 
which are under-girded by the core value of working in partnership with middle governing bodies and 
other church partners.  Mary Lynn will report back to the GAC. 

 

ACTION ITEMS 
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NORTHMINSTER PRESBYTERIAN CHURCH 
Per Capita 
After discussion, Council APPROVED the following Motion: 
Motion: 
That the Presbytery Council, in recognition of the efforts of Northminster Presbyterian Church to 
become current in their payment of Per Capita, as evidenced by the full payment of 2002 Per Capita and 
in response to the Session’s letter of July 1, 2003, eliminate the following outstanding balances of 
Northminster Presbyterian Church Per Capita Payments due as reflected on the Financial Statements of 
the Presbytery:

EVANGELISM and CHURCH DEVELOPMENT 
North Star (Peoria North) NCD 
After discussion of each item, Council APPROVED that the Evangelism and Church Development 
Committee report to the Presbytery at the September meeting the following actions taken: 

1. That the North Star NCD project be discontinued as of December 31, 2003.  

2. That the Salary of Rev. Jerry Miller, Organizing Pastor, be continued through December 31, 2003. 

3. That the remaining funds in the North Star NCD checking account be used to pay any outstanding 
bills and/or the pastor’s salary with remaining balance transferred to the presbytery and retained in 
a Council Designated Fund for New Church Development. 

4. That the North Star Building Fund Account be set aside in a Council Designated Fund for a future 
North Star Building project or other New Church Building project in the event the Peoria North 
property is sold at some point in the future. 

EXPANSION AND ENHANCEMENT OF THE PRESBYTERY WEBSITE 
After opportunity for discussion, Council APPROVED the following: 

1. To proceed with enhancement of the Presbytery Website to make it attractive, user friendly and a 
more effective communication tool and resource in the conduct of presbytery business.  

2. To change Linda Bailey's responsibilities to include staff responsibility for the Presbytery of Grand 
Canyon’s Website with no change in salary.  

3. To enter into an Independent Contractor relationship with Laura Crowley, Cactus Shade Designs, to 
become the Webmaster for the Presbytery of Grand Canyon Website with reimbursement upon 
submission of invoices for services rendered at an approximate initial cost of $1000.00 and an 
ongoing yearly cost of $500 - 700. (This would not entail a long term contract for services and we 
would have the ability to go back to free hosting at anytime should circumstances warrant.)  

4. To establish a new Presbytery Website Expense Line Item in the yearly budget under Line Item 
76100 Communications for purpose of tracking Website Costs for comparison purposes and to 
determine the effectiveness of the Website in reducing communication, printing, mailing and other 
administrative costs.  

5. To establish a Presbytery Website advisory group with appropriate representation from the 
Stewardship, Mission and Communications Committee or representatives they designate.  

Note: Reference the document on proposed changes to the Bylaws and Standing Rules  
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Justification:  
Our current Presbytery Website was originally developed by Rev. David Forsberg (HR).  For the past 
several years, Bruce McBurney, Elder - Mission del Sol, has been our Webmaster.  Bruce has full-time 
employment and this is a voluntary assignment for him. He has been extremely helpful and responsive 
to our needs to date. However in order to reduce expenses in the longer term with respect to printing 
and mailing costs associated with presbytery meetings and other presbytery committee work the 
website needs to be enhanced to become more user friendly to include the ability to post calls to 
presbytery and council meetings along with the associated documents such as minutes, papers and 
reports. The website needs to be more of a reference with appropriate links to presbytery and committee 
policies and guidelines; links to churches and the PCUSA and the ability of those accessing the site to 
either view for reading on line or printing out the actual documents or information they are viewing. 

 
In discussions with Bruce on possible changes it was his suggestion that it would be advisable at this 
point in time for the presbytery to seek the services of someone who specializes in the development of 
Websites and he has recommended Laura Crowley, Cactus Shade Designs, as a knowledgeable and 
experienced person in this field. Laura has participated along with representatives who are webmasters 
from other churches in the former informal subcommittee of the SMCD in the sharing of ideas for 
enhancement to presbytery/church Websites.  

The initial cost for 2003 would be funded within the currently existing 72100 Presbytery Meetings and 
76100 Communications line items as proposed for reduction in 2003 and the reoccurring yearly costs 
by the savings generated from reduced printing, postage and other administrative expenses.  

Timing and Plan of Action  
1. Set a goal to be able to post the Call and associated papers to the November 2003 Presbytery 

Meeting on the Website for viewing and printing  

2. Set a goal that by the January Presbytery Meeting rather than printing and mailing that the Call and 
associated paperwork will be accessed by Minister Members, Elder Commissioners and Other 
Presbyters through the website except for those presbyters who are unable for whatever reason to 
transition to fully electronic methodologies. A process will be established for continued mailing of 
information upon special request.  

 
PROPOSED BYLAWS AND STANDING RULE CHANGES 
After opportunity for discussion, Council APPROVED that the Presbytery Council propose to the 
Presbytery at its meeting of September 12-13, 2003 the following changes to the Presbytery of Grand 
Canyon Bylaws and Standing Rules: 
 
Add new section B-2.0240 Meeting Minutes and B-2.0250 Meeting Calls, Agenda and Other 
Papers  to section Part 2 Meetings of Article II The Presbytery to the Bylaws and Standing Rules of 
the Presbytery of Grand Canyon as follows (additions shown as underlined and deletions as 
strikethrough): 
 
B-2.0240.  Meeting Minutes  The minutes of each meeting of Presbytery shall be approved by the 
Presbytery Council and posted on the Presbytery Website available for viewing and or  printing at least 
two (2) weeks before the next stated meeting.  Copies of the minutes of the most recent meeting of the 
presbytery will be available at least two (2) weeks before the next stated meeting by electronic mail or 
by other appropriate means upon special request and arrangement.  
 
B-2.0250.  Meeting Calls, Agenda and Other Papers   The Call and associated documents to each 
meeting of Presbytery shall be distributed to Ministers, Clerks of Session, Elder Commissioners and 
other Presbyters by posting on the Presbytery Website available for viewing and or  printing at least two 
(2) weeks before the next stated meeting or by other appropriate means upon special written request and 
arrangement. 
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Add paragraph  (d) concerning the approval of minutes of the Presbytery to the following section of the 
Bylaws and Standing Rules of the Presbytery of Grand Canyon as follows (additions shown as 
underlined and deletions as strikethrough): 
 

PART 4.  DUTIES AND RESPONSIBILITIES OF PRESBYTERY COUNCIL 
 
B-4.0400.  General Charge.  The Presbytery Council shall function as a General Council, Form of 
Government,  
G 11.0103(v), and shall have the general and specific powers provided in these Bylaws and Standing 
Rules.  As a council, the Presbytery Council shall: 
a. Report at each regular meeting of the Presbytery all items of business transacted in the name of 

the Presbytery. 
b. Receive Overtures from other governing bodies and refer all related matters to a committee 

composed of the most recent Commissioners to General Assembly for review and 
recommendation to Presbytery. 

c. To correspond with the General Assembly and the Synod. 
d. Approve the minutes of the meetings of the Presbytery 

 

Rationale: 
The presbytery budgets approximately $22,800 each year for presbytery meeting printing, presbytery 
mailings, postage and duplicating (copier) expenses.  There has been a concerted effort to have all 
committees circulate their minutes by email and to the extent possible committee members and the 
presbytery office staff uses e-mail rather than incurring duplicating and postage costs for their work.   
However, in order to reduce expenses in the longer term with respect to printing and mailing costs 
associated with presbytery meetings, presbytery council and presbytery committee work the Presbytery 
of Grand Canyon Website is being enhanced to become more user friendly to include the ability to post 
calls to presbytery and council meetings along with the associated documents such as minutes, papers 
and reports.  The Website will become more of reference point with appropriate links to presbytery and 
committee policies and guidelines; links to churches and the PCUSA and the ability of those accessing 
the site to either view for reading on line or printing out the actual documents or information they are 
viewing. 

Currently it costs approximately $500 to print and mail copies of the minutes to presbytery meetings.   
With a fully functional and operational Website it is believed that this cost of approximately $2500 (5 
presbytery meetings) can reduced considerably over time as more and more presbyters avail themselves 
of this tool.  

It is practice for the Minutes of the previous Presbytery Meeting to be sent with the Call to the 
succeeding meeting per Procedural Motion #5 approved at each meeting.  Procedural Motion #5 states:  
"That the minutes of this meeting not be read and that the Stated Clerk be instructed to duplicate and 
distribute the minutes among the churches and minister members of the Presbytery."   Roberts Rules of 
Order Newly Revised 10th Edition provides that in an organization in which there will be a change or 
replacement of a portion of the membership the executive board or a committee appointed for the 
purpose should be authorized to approve the minutes.                           (RONR (10th ed. P. 457, 
L. 22-27). 

The proposed Bylaw additions anticipate changes in the way we do both the Call for Presbytery 
Meetings in 2004 and approval and sending out of Presbytery Minutes. In short beginning with the 
November 03 meeting or January 04 meeting it is expected that Presbyters get Calls and any associated 
paper work they want by accessing the Presbytery Website (except for those who do not have such 
computer capability).  We would consider the Website Access and Information as "equivalent to a first 
class mailing" and it would be up to the individual presbyter to determine how much of the information 
they wished to download and print out to bring to the meeting as we would expect to have only a very 
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limited number of copies available at the meeting. The minutes of meetings (under the proposal for 
council and ultimately for presbytery approval) would be approved by the Council rather than the 
presbytery and be available on the Website for viewing and or printing at the same time that the Call to 
the succeeding presbytery meeting was posted on the Web. 

These proposed changes are extremely important if we wish to reduce significantly in the longer term 
the cost of presbytery printing and mailing costs. The technology is available and we need to be using it 
to a much greater extent than we are at present.  

PERSONNEL COMMITTEE 

Recommendations Re: Stated Clerk 403B 
After opportunity for discussion, on the recommendation of the Personnel Committee, Council 
APPROVED the following Motions: 

1. The request of Dick Coffelt that further contributions by the presbytery to his 403B Annuity - 
Line Item 62104 be discontinued as of August 1, 2003.  

2. The establishment of a Council Designated Restricted Pension/Ins Fund Account for the purpose 
of assisting the presbytery in making payments to the PCUSA Board of Pensions on behalf of 
either elected officers/and or staff who receive a salary from the presbytery, are eligible for 
coverage under the plan and become plan members and that the remaining funds for 2003 in Line 
Item 62104 be placed in the newly established Pension/Ins Fund Account (CD). 

3. That the yearly Presbytery Budget continue to reflect a line item for Pension/Ins for the Stated 
Clerk with the required amount budgeted based upon salary and the funds so budgeted placed in 
the Pension/Ins Fund Account (CD) during the time that Dick Coffelt continues to serve the 
presbytery as its Stated Clerk. 

COMMITTEE ON MINISTRY 
A report of June 24, 2003 COM actions taken on Behalf of the Presbytery of Grand Canyon in 
accordance with the responsibilities granted to the Committee by the Presbytery and to be reported for 
Information to the Presbytery Council and the Presbytery at their next meetings was enclosed in the 
Council Packet. 
Council APPROVED the recommendation of the COM that Mountain View Presbyterian Church be 
granted authority to elect an Associate Pastor Nominating Committee. 
John Fredrick requested this action on behalf of COM in his role as Cluster/Partner Convenor (which 
already has given its approval) because of the timing delay that would occur between COM’s next 
meeting and the calling of Congregational Meeting for the purpose of electing an APNC. 

BUDGET COMMITTEE RECOMMENDATIONS 
After opportunity for discussion, Council APPROVED the following Budget Committee 
recommendations:   
 

1. That Council authorize up to $50,000 of the designated reserve of $75,000 to meet the needs of the 
2003 budget.  This reserve is recorded on line 20002 in Restricted Funds, which is found under 
Liabilities and Equity on the first page of the Balance Sheet. 
 

2. That Council approve additional cuts of $18,000 in the 2003 budget from the following committees:

Note* Excluding restricted reserve funds, this action will bring the shortfall to $70,000. 

3. This item was provided for information purposes: 
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Fifteen churches did not pledge to General Mission in 2002 but did contribute to General Mission.  
Comparing the contributions of these churches for all of 2002 with the first half of 2003, and assuming a 
median response to their historic giving patterns, the presbytery can anticipate, additional mission 
contributions from eight of these churches of $23,000.  Budget Committee recommends that Stewardship, 
Mission and Communications Development Committee contact these churches to confirm their intentions 
for the remainder of 2003. 

Note: If this estimate is accurate, the shortfall would be reduced to $47,000, which is less than the amount 
requested from the restricted reserve (Item 1 above.) 

 

MOTION TO POSTPONE 
After opportunity for discussion, Council APPROVED a Motion to Postpone vote on the following 
recommendation until September 4, 2003, to allow time for a response from the Synod Council Team, who 
will be present at the September Council Meeting. 

4. If the above actions are not sufficient to meet the budget obligations, Council will ask the Synod of the 
Southwest for a grant sufficient to meet the remaining shortfall. 

PER CAPITA APPORTIONMENT 
Presbytery to approve per capita… 
After reviewing three proposed alternatives for 2004 to fund the Per Capita Increases of the Synod and 
General Assembly and in consideration of the loss of members in the presbytery Council VOTED to 
recommend to Presbytery the approval of the following Per Capita Apportionment for 2004:

GA  $  5.51 (increase of .07) 
TOTAL $24.66 (increase of .66)

Others participating in the service were members of Ben’s family - Elder Aaron Daniel Seller, Elder 
Chuck Seller, and Elder Diane Seller. There were also warm words of welcome from members of the PNC 
from the church in Texas that has called Ben to be their pastor. 
 
The sermon was delivered by The Reverend William Hayes and the candidate was presented by The Rev., 
Dr. Art Campbell, former Pastor and current Pastor of Ben’s home church, Mission del Sol in Tempe. 
 
The Constitutional questions were asked by Elder Kate Wilmoth, Moderator of the Presbytery of Grand 
Canyon, followed by the Laying on of Hands and the Ordination Prayer. The charge to the newly ordained 
Rev. Seller was given by The Rev. Ralph Meredith. 
 
A stole was given to Ben by his family and a pendant cross was presented by Mountain View Church where 
Ben served as intern.  The Commission was dissolved with the benediction by The Rev. Benjamin Seller. 

 
10.  ADMINISTRATIVE COMMISSION REPORT - GUADALUPE PRESBYTERIAN CHURCH  

Rev. Renato Alvarez, Chair of the Administrative Commission for Guadalupe Presbyterian Church gave 
the following report of the Commission and Presbytery APPROVED that it be incorporated into the 
minutes of this meeting. 

 

BACKGROUND 
This Administrative Commission was formed in the fall of 2002, following the action of the Presbytery of 
Grand Canyon at its meeting on Sept. 20-21, 2002.  Following the dissolution of the pastoral relationship 
with Julio Ramirez, the new commission assumed jurisdiction as the Session of the Guadalupe Church.  
Members appointed to the commission were: Elders: Estela Ayala, Mary Chavez, William Rhodes, and 
Grace Arcos.  Ministers: José Bibiloni, Renato Alvarez, Charles Proudfoot, Edward Spence. The 
moderator of the commission is Renato Alvarez, Vice-moderator, Charles Proudfoot, and clerk, Edward 
Spence. 
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Progress on our Charge 
The following were the items given to the Commission for its work. 
1. Act as the Session of the Guadalupe Presbyterian Church, with full power of a session with respect 

to all the session responsibilities for mission and government outlined in    G-10.0102(a) through (s) 
until such time as the new administrative commission is in a position to recommend to the 
Presbytery that original jurisdiction of the session be relinquished. 

 
Since the time of the conflict in 2002 and during our tenure as a commission, we have 
worked to bring stability to the congregation and regularize their programs and ministry.  To 
do that, a regular, supply pastor has been hired on a weekly basis to do the worship service 
each week, establish a regular celebration of the Lord’s Supper and to do some pastoral 
calling in the congregation.  The Rev. Juan Pablo Angulo, who lives in Casa Grande, has 
performed those duties in the church and is doing well with the church.  He has been well-
received, and has been a steady influence for the church.  We have also worked to train and 
encourage some new leaders.  A transitional session was elected by the congregation in May 
and they have been at work.  Two of those people are new to the administration of the church 
- and one, Trish Molina, has agreed to be the new treasurer.  The transitional session was 
trained by Dale Strong and we feel they are ready to resume responsibility of the daily 
operation of the church. We are recommending that the new Session: Jimmy Molina, Catalina 
Reyes, Trish Molina, and Andres Molina be ordained and installed as soon as possible and 
that a commission member, José Bibiloni be the moderator of the session at this time. 
 

2. Continue to work with all the members of the congregation in an attempt to reconcile differences as 
outlined above in order that the Guadalupe Presbyterian Church may continue to function as a 
Presbyterian Church in the Community of Guadalupe. 

 
At the beginning of our tenure as a commission, we met with the congregation in small 
groups at the church.  We wanted to receive feedback about the process up to that point and 
to determine what steps were needed for reconciliation.  Only one of the members who were 
in favor of keeping Rev. Ramirez came to the meeting.  She shared her feelings, but indicated 
that she did not feel she would continue there.  Subsequently, she requested a letter of transfer 
to the Betania Presbyterian Church.  One other member left the church and asked for her 
name to be removed from the roll.  Others were part of the more transient population of 
Guadalupe and they do not live there anymore.  So, the result was that the only people who 
remained were unified in their desires for the church and their willingness to move forward.  
We did spend some time listening to the concerns and pain of those who remain with the 
church, and we feel they are ready to move on.  The church as been working on their mission 
statement, outlining ways they can be involved in mission to the community and seem ready 
to help build the ministry there. 
 

3. Continue monetary support by the Presbytery for the position of a part-time paid administrator for the 
purpose of guidance and leadership regarding the ministry and business of the session and the church, 
at least until such time as the new administrative commission is in a position to make further 
recommendations. 

 
This provision of the charge to our commission did not happen.  No paid administrator was 
secured nor passed on to us by the previous commission. The Presbytery has supported the 
ministry of Guadalupe as per the 2003 budget, which helps to pay for pastoral services and 
care of the members.  However, the administration of the extensive outreach and social 
ministry of this church is primarily done by the members.  While we agree that it might be 
fruitful to have a person to oversee the outreach ministry, it is not financially practical at this 
time.  With the shortage of Presbytery resources and the need for basic pastoral services 
instead, we do not see this as an item to pursue at this time.  We hope that the Presbytery can 
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continue to support this ministry and that the pastoral services will be sufficient to help with 
the management of the church program and outreach. 
 
The commission has made regular reports to the Presbytery and will continue to do so as 
needed. 
 
We have arranged for continued pastoral services with Rev. Angulo through the end of 
December.  But because his secular employment is uncertain beyond that time, we feel that 
the administrative commission needs to continue to be present to help deal with the needs for 
pastoral services and provide other leadership.  Therefore, we suggest a member of the 
commission serve as moderator of the session. 
 
Also, we became aware that the church no longer had a church register for the recording of 
members, baptisms, deaths, etc.  The original register was apparently lost some years ago and 
never recovered.  Therefore, we have reviewed the rolls that we could find and have placed 
some people on the inactive roll.  A new register is being put together to go forward from this 
time on. 

 

MOTIONS: 
After opportunity for discussion, on the recommendation of the Administrative Commission for 
Guadalupe Presbyterian Church, Presbytery VOTED to approve the following Motions: 

 
That the Presbytery of Grand Canyon 
 
1. Relinquish Original Jurisdiction of the Session upon the ordination/ and or installation of Elders Elect 

Jimmy Molina, Catalina Reyes, Andres Molina and Trish Molina 
2. Appoint the Rev. José Bibiloni (HR) and member of the commission as Moderator of the Session 
3. Direct the Administrative Commission to remain in place for a period of up to twelve months for the 

purpose of consultation, advice and support to the new session 
 

At the conclusion of his report, Renato Alvarez introduced the members of the Administrative 
Commission. 

 
11.  EVANGELISM AND CHURCH DEVELOPMENT COMMITTEE REPORT 

Rev. Brant Baker, Chair of the Evangelism and Church Development Committee, provided a background 
report on the committee decision, endorsed by the Presbytery Council, that the North Star New Church 
Development project be discontinued as of December 31, 2003. (Refer to page 12 for full report of 
Council Actions Taken.)

Hunger Action Enabler, Rev. David Hicks, made an announcement regarding the Cents-Ability offering 
that would be taken at dinner.   

 
13.  EXECUTIVE PRESBYTER REPORT  

Rev. Ken Moe reported on the state of Sunday morning worship in congregations of the Presbyterian 
Church (U.S.A.) and the need for reform in the ways we conduct worship (full text of the report is 
available on the Presbytery Website).   
 
Following the report, presbyters gathered in small discussion groups to examine these questions: 

• Is reforming worship a worthy goal for this presbytery? 
• And if so, how should we go about doing it? 
• How would improving the quality of Sunday morning worship affect your congregation’s evangelism efforts? 

 
14.  DIALOGUE IN SMALL GROUPS / RECESS FOR DINNER 

Presbytery broke into small groups at 5:10 PM, with dinner to be served at 6:00 PM; to reconvene at     
7:00 PM for worship.  Paul Jones gave the blessing.  The business portion of the meeting was scheduled to 
resume at 8:00 PM following worship.

The music ministry was led by the 
Community Presbyterian Church Choir and Organist. 
 

16.  COMMITTEE ON MINISTRY REPORT 
 

16.1. RECEPTION OF NEW MEMBERS  
 
Justin Schlesinger-Devlin, a member of Pueblo Presbytery, was introduced and given an opportunity to 
address the presbyters and answer questions from the floor.  Presbytery VOTED to approve the Rev. Justin 
Schlesinger-Devlin to membership in the Presbytery of Grand Canyon to serve as Pastor of John Calvin 
Presbyterian Church, Apache Junction. 

Hipolito Melendez,  a member of Santa Fe Presbytery was introduced and given an opportunity to address 
the presbyters and answer questions from the floor.  Presbytery VOTED to approve the Rev. Hipolito 
Melendez to membership in the Presbytery of Grand Canyon to serve as Interim Pastor of Betania 
Presbyterian Church, Phoenix. 

Robert Clark (HR), a member of San Francisco Presbytery was introduced and given an opportunity to 
address the presbyters and answer questions from the floor.  Presbytery VOTED to approve the Rev. 
Robert Clark to membership in the Presbytery of Grand Canyon as Honorably Retired. 

16.2. APPROVED GUIDELINES FOR INSTALLATION AND ORDINATION SERVICES 
After opportunity for discussion, Presbytery APPROVED the following Guidelines for Installation and 
Ordination Services 
 
1.   ORDINATION/INSTALLATION IS AN ACT OF THE PRESBYTERY. (G-14.0405 AND 

G-14.0510) 
The Administrative Commission for this act shall be established by the Presbytery, in consultation with 
the person being ordained/installed.  

• The Moderator of the Presbytery (the Moderator-Elect or the Moderator's designee) shall serve as 
Chairperson of the Commission. 

• Members of the Commission shall be members of this Presbytery.  The Commission shall consist 
of at least three elders representing three different churches in the presbytery and three Ministers 
of the Word and Sacrament.  Ecumenical participation or participation of Ministers of the Word 
and Sacrament and/or elders from other presbyteries in the Presbyterian Church (U.S.A.) may be 
participants on a corresponding basis; however they would be in addition to the participation as 
outlined above. 

• Minister and/or Elder members of the Commission sha ll give the Charge to the Minister and 
Charge to the Congregation.  

• The Commission shall convene 30 minutes prior to the start of the service.  

• Others may be invited to participate in the service at the request of the person being 
ordained/installed, upon approving action by the Presbytery.  

• The date, time and place of the service of ordination/installation, shall be established by the 
Presbytery in consultation with the person to be ordained/installed and the Session of the 
congregation where the ordination/installation is to be held. 

• The Committee on Ministry has been granted the authority on behalf of the Presbytery to approve 
Administrative Commissions for Ordination/Installation.  

 
2.  THE SERVICE OF ORDINATION/INSTALLATION  
To facilitate the participation of members of the Presbytery, the service of ordination/ installation shall be 
held at a time other than Sunday morning.  
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• The format for the service shall ordinarily follow, or be an adaptation of, the service for 
ordination/installation as found in the Book of Occasional Services. The person being ordained/ 
installed should draft an order of worship and submit it to the Moderator of the Presbytery for 
approval, at least two weeks prior to the date for the service.  

• The assignment of parts of the service to participants shall be included in the draft of the order of 
worship. 

 
• The format for the service shall provide that the Moderator (or designee) give a Welcome prior to 

the Call to Worship.  
 
• The person who is to deliver the sermon should be asked to do so by the person to be 

ordained/installed, in consultation with the Moderator of the Presbytery, at the earliest possible 
date.  

• Those who are to deliver the "charge to the minister" and "charge to the congregation" shall be 
members of this Presbytery.  

• The person being ordained/installed in consultation with the Moderator of the Presbytery shall be 
responsible for notifying participants of their respective parts in the service.  

• Ordinarily, musicians for the service will be those of the congregation where the service is to be 
held.  

• The selection of music, including hymns to be sung, is the prerogative of the person being 
ordained/installed, in consultation with the musician(s) for the service.  

• The production of a worship bulletin shall be responsibility of the church where the service is 
being held.  

• If Communion is to be included in the service, arrangements will be handled by the church where 
the service is to be held, in consultation with the person being ordained/installed and the 
Moderator.  

• An offering shall be received for the Presbytery Seminary Student Aid Fund 

• Red is the suggested color for paraments and vestments for this service. 

• The Moderator (or the one serving in place of the Moderator) shall preside at the "laying on of 
hands (ordinations)/welcome (ordinations and installations), the prayer and the declaration of 
ordination/installation."  

• Other ministers of the Presbytery are encouraged to attend the service, robe with a red stole, 
participate in the processional, the laying on of hands (ordinations)/welcome, and recessional.  

• Other ministers in the community may be invited to attend the service, robe with a red stole, 
participate in the processional, the laying on of hands (ordinations)/welcome, and recessional.  

3. RECEPTION  
Following the service, it is customary to have a reception for the person who has been ordained/installed.  
Refreshments are generally provided by the congregation where the service is held.  
 
4. INVITATION TO SERVICES OF ORDINATION/INSTALLATION 
It is customary that an Announcement / Invitation be sent to the churches within the presbytery inviting 
participation at the Service of Ordination / Installation.  The Presbytery Office shall supply a set of 
mailing labels to churches hosting services of Ordination / Installation so that the Presbytery will be 
encouraged to take part in these services.

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16.3. APPROVED HONORARIUM GUIDELINES FOR PULPIT SUPPLY 
 AND PRESBYTERY APPOINTED MODERATORS 

 
After opportunity for discussion and before a vote was taken on the proposed guidelines, an amendment was 
made to the section under “Pulpit Supply.”  At the first bullet, the proposed amendment is reflected with 
strikeout as follows: 

• In the absence of a pastor, churches may invite anyone they wish to fill the pulpit.  However, those 
invited to preside over the sacraments (baptism and communion) must be ordained ministers of the 
word and sacrament in the PCUSA. 

 
Presbytery VOTED to approve the amendment.  Presbytery then VOTED to approve the following 
Honorarium Guidelines for Pulpit Supply and Presbytery Appointed Moderators, as amended. 

 
HONORARIUM GUIDELINES FOR PULPIT SUPPLY AND PRESBYTERY APPOINTED 
MODERATORS 

 
Pulpit Supply 
As a Presbytery, we recognize that as we gather together, worship becomes a central part of the expression of 
who we are as God’s people.  Further, we acknowledge that those who lead worship are both highly trained 
and highly skilled professionals.  Therefore, it is incumbent upon church to compensate those who lead 
worship fairly.  In the absence of a pastor a church may invite others to fill the pulpit.  The Presbytery of 
Grand Canyon offers the following guidelines for the churches of the presbytery regarding compensation for 
visiting preachers. 

• In the absence of a pastor, churches may invite anyone they wish to fill the pulpit.  However, those invited 
to preside over the sacraments (baptism & communion) must be ordained ministers of word and 
sacrament. 

• Guest preachers should be informed of what aspects of the worship service they will lead.  Do they pick 
hymns, lead prayers, or provide a children’s message in addition to preaching? 

• Honoraria for preaching should be offered.  PGC recommends $75.00 for one service and $100.00 for two 
services.   

• The church should incur any additional expenses that may be required such as travel, meals or lodging.  
The PGC recommends mileage be reimbursed by voucher at the current IRS rate for mileage or a base 
rate not less than $.20 per mile which is the current rate of reimbursement for Grand Canyon Presbytery. 

• The Presbytery of Grand Canyon maintains a list of PCUSA pastors available for pulpit supply.  This list 
and the current IRS rate for mileage reimbursement is available upon request. 

Presbytery Appointed Moderators  
The calling to be a Minister of Word and Sacrament in the PCUSA is high calling.  Ministers of Word and 
Sacrament are professionals who provide a professional service of leadership to churches.  Often ministers 
take on additional duties that are not part of their “call” but are, nonetheless, a service to the church as a 
whole.  Usually, these additional duties are not compensated.  While the ministers may not expect 
compensation, compensation should be offered.  Therefore, recognizing their service to the larger church, the 
Presbytery of Grand Canyon offers the following recommendation for compensation for those assigned the 
task of moderating Sessions of churches other than the ones they serve. 

• Honoraria may be offered to those moderating Session meetings.  Honoring the time involved to moderate 
Session meetings and the expert leadership moderators bring to the session the PGC recommends an 
honoraria between $25.00 to $50.00 be given to the moderator. 

• Churches should reimburse for expenses incurred by the moderator, lodging, meals, gas or mileage. The 
PGC recommends mileage be reimbursed by voucher at the current IRS rate for mileage or a base rate not 
less than $.20 per mile which is the current rate of reimbursement for Grand Canyon Presbytery.

B-6.0340. Native American Ministries. There shall be a The Native American Ministries Committee 

consisting of eighteen (18) shall be representative of Native American Presbyterians 
churches and chapels. The goal of this committee is to capture the voice of desire of Native 
American Presbyterian people within this Presbytery to assist in the development, support, 
and implementation of programs for Native American ministries while expressing the 
Presbytery’s commitment to proclaim the Gospel, make disciples, and provide opportunitie s 
for Christian witness through the specific tasks identified in this section. 

a. Membership shall be as follows: 
I. Seventeen (17) Eighteen (18) Native American persons nominated from each of the 

seventeen (17) eighteen (18) Native American churches. 
II. One (1) Native American person nominated at-large. 
III. Of the total membership, at least two (2), but no more than four (4) shall be Native 

American ministers/CLPs. 
IV. All members shall be elected by the Presbytery with nominations from the Native 

American churches. 
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b. Rotation of committee members will be in accordance with B-6.0100 to the fullest extent 
possible. All other provisions of Article VI, Part 1, which sets forth the General Rules for 
Committees of Presbytery, shall be applicable. B-6.0100 may be waived by majority vote 
of the Presbytery if necessary because of the specialized purpose of this program 
committee. 

c. The charge of this committee shall be as follows: 
 

SR6-0340-1 The committee shall work in mutual partnership within the Presbytery and 
with other Presbytery committees, subcommittees and task forces to coordinate and 
support Native American ministries. 

SR6-0340-2 The committee shall nominate five (5) up to three (3) Native American 
committee members from this committee to represent the Presbytery and 
to participate in the Tri-covenant committee meeting between the Synod, 
this Presbytery, and the Cook College and Theological School. 

SR6-0340-3 The committee shall monitor and participate in encourage the review of 
mission statements, goals, objectives and mission funding for all Native 
American churches. and programs who seek mission support. 

SR6-0340-4 The committee shall may provide interpretation and support in issues 
affecting for Native American treaty-right issues, cross-cultural Native 
American issues, and all tribal community issues which affect the Native 
American Presbyterian churches and chapels within the Presbytery. 

SR6-0340-5  The committee shall receive and act upon Native American program 
proposals. 

 
SR6-0340-6  The committee shall receive and act upon Native American scholarship 

requests. for college, seminary, continuing education, retreats, conferences 
and summer internships working with the Church Personnel and 
Preparation for Ministry Committee when appropriate. 

 
SR6-0340-7   The committee shall provide input, review and coordination of assist the 

Budget Committee by providing input in regard to all mission funding 
activities that are associated with Native American ministries. 

SR6-0340-8   The committee shall work with the Church Personnel and Preparation for 
Ministry Committee to monitor, support and coordinate the care of Native 
American candidates and inquirers.

 The Report of Actions taken at the September 4, 2003 Council/Trustees’ Meeting was approved by 
unanimous consent after opportunity to remove any items for discussion. 

SEPTEMBER 4, 2003 
The Council of the Presbytery of Grand Canyon met for its Stated Meeting at University Presbyterian 
Church, Tempe.  After determining that a quorum was present Moderator Kate Wilmoth, in the absence of 
Chair of Council Ralph Meredith who was on vacation, called the meeting to order at 12:40 PM with prayer 
and a brief devotional.   
 

COUNCIL MEETING 
MINUTES & AGENDA APPROVED 
The minutes of August 7, 2003 were approved as written. 
 

TREASURER’S REPORT 
Bob Gerlach reported that the Independent Audit, prepared by Henry & Horne, P.L.C., for the year ending 
December 31, 2002 was received.  Copies of the report are on file in the Presbytery office.  Council VOTED 
to acknowledge receipt of this report for purposes of reporting to Presbytery. 

The financial report as of August 31, 2003 was reviewed and approved as presented.   

EXECUTIVE PRESBYTER’S REPORT 
Rev. Ken Moe referred to material in the Council packet and highlighted the following 
ICC Property 
As previously reported, the Synod of the Southwest office will move to Tucson effective January 1, 2004, 
thus vacating its space in the Interchurch Center. At a recent meeting of the Office Management Team of the 
ICC, representatives from the synod confirmed the synod’s intention to continue to pay a portion of the costs 
associated with the building.  At the ICC Board Meeting Jan DeVries, Executive-Stated Clerk, stated that 
the synod’s obligation is only one fifth of the cost of any unoccupied space, with no obligation toward the 
large mortgage on the property.  She estimates the synod’s obligation to be approximately $9,000.  
Therefore, the other four partner owners will have to make up the difference in operating expense.  How 
much that will be depends on a variety of circumstances and remains to be calculated, but additional costs to 
our presbytery may be in the area of $9,000 per year. 
 
Note: The five partners in ownership of the Interchurch Center are the Synod of the Southwest, the 
Presbytery of Grand Canyon, the ELCA Synod of Grand Canyon, the Disciples of Christ Arizona Region, 
and the Southwest Conference of the UCC. 
 
At a special ICC Board meeting on September 3rd the Board heard information about possible disposition of 
the building.  After much discussion, some of it very painful, the board voted to empower the Office 
Management Team to confer with a commercial real estate firm about finding a potential buyer for the ICC 
property.  
 
Approval for the Property Committee to search for office space 
The Council VOTED to assign to the Property Committee the task of investigating possibilities for suitable 
pace for the presbytery office and the resource center in the event the ICC property is sold. 
 
Synod-Presbytery Relationship 
Relations between Grand Canyon Presbytery and the Synod of the Southwest have gone through some rough 
periods in the past… And the current situation with regard to our partnership in the ICC Property has added 
a strain, as well.  It is my prayer that our mutual synod-presbytery relationship will improve and flourish in 
the future.  Open and clear communication is needed, of course, and this visit today provides an excellent 
opportunity for that to occur. 
 
Council recessed.  Trustees’ meeting convened. 
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TRUSTEE ITEMS 
Ganado Presbyterian Church (PIN # 00004) 
On recommendation from the Property Committee, the Trustees APPROVED the hiring of DeLapp 
Engineering to survey and measure the north wall of the Ganado Presbyterian Church and the floor 
elevations for not more than $1,000 to come from Restricted Account #22361 Ganado Mission. 
 
Inspection has been made of the steam tunnel, crack monitors have been placed over existing cracks to 
measure any movement and the east, west and south walls measured to see if they are out of plumb.  The 
north wall is too high to measure and it appears to be leaning outward.  A surveyor will be able to determine 
exactly how much movement has occurred in the north wall.  This information will help to formulate a final 
plan on how to stabilize the sanctuary and repair it. 
 
The following information was provided for information purposes: 
 
Peoria North Property (Northstar NCD) 
Don Swanson met with Gary Emery of Emery Enterprises to discuss the sale of approximately one acre of 
the Northstar NCD property at Lake Pleasant Hwy and Pinnacle Peak Road for an access easement for the 
commercial property directly in front of the NCD property. Mr. Emery then came to the Property 
Committee meeting to present his proposal.  Selling one acre would leave the Presbytery with about          
6.5 acres of useable property to build upon.  Mr. Emery’s proposal for the use of the parcel, including our 
one acre, would be for a pharmacy.  He was proposing a sales price of $5.56 per sq. foot and was estimating 
that he would need 35,000 to 65,000 sq. feet of our property.  After a lengthy discussion, the Property 
Committee voted that the impact on present and future use of that property for church development 
precludes our selling any significant portion of that land at this time.  The amount of land was too much, the 
price per sq. foot was too low, the back of the pharmacy would butt up against our property and the vertical 
height of the build ing would block the view of a church from Lake Pleasant Hwy. 
 
Ganado 
Sage’s Insurance Problems.  Nan Campbell talked to Robert Beauvais, the CEO of Sage Memorial 
Hospital.  Their insurance carrier has notified them that they will no longer cover them after September 30, 
2003.  Mr. Beauvais indicated that the hospital was in contact with their agent and was hoping to have 
insurance coverage before the expiration date.  They are currently trying to meet some of the requirements 
for continued coverage that Fireman’s Fund has laid down.  If the hospital is not able to meet these 
requirements, they will be seeking coverage from other sources. 
 
This is a major problem and could ultimately lead to a default of the lease between the hospital and the 
Presbytery.  The ramifications of this default could mean the Presbytery being responsible for this entire 
property within a very short period of time. 
Jack Schuler will be talking to Mr. Lowing, our agent with Church Mutual, to see if the Presbytery can put 
the whole property under its umbrella policy, if it comes to that. 
 
Apache County Jurisdiction.  After many telephone calls, it has finally been determined that jurisdiction 
for all matters concerning remodeling, repairing, construction and demolition on the Ganado property 
comes under the authority of Apache County and not the Navajo Nation since the property is privately 
owned.  This is not how any building projects have been handled in the past.  Apache County will require 
building permits, inspections and engineers and contractors licensed in the State of Arizona.  The newly 
formed Ganado Mission Property Advisory Council (made up of representatives from the hospital, church 
and Presbytery) should serve as the first step to have projects approved before they seek County permits. 
 
Historic Landmark Application.  The Ganado Session has requested that the Historic Landmark 
Application’s name be changed from “Ganado Sage Memorial School of Nursing” to “Presbyterian Sage 
Memorial School of Nursing.”  Since historically the School of Nursing was never called or referred to in 
this manner, it would not be keeping with historical integrity to rename it.  Nan will write to the Ganado 
Session to explain.  
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However, the Property Committee will search the State trade names to see if Sage is listed.  If not, they 
will pursue having Sage Memorial Hospital trade named.  The Session is concerned that if the Navajo 
Health Foundation moves off the Ganado property to build a new hospital, they will take the name “Sage 
Memorial Hospital” with them and somehow profit from the landmark status of the original hospital. 

Morningstar NCD Property 
The Property Committee authorized Don Swanson to begin exploration of a possible alternate site for 
Morningstar NCD in concurrence with the E&CD recommendation. 

Trustees recessed.  Council meeting reconvened. 
 
STATED CLERK’S REPORT 
Review of Session Records  
Dick reported on the successful Review of Session Records meeting held earlier in the month at Ganado 
where six of the seven Navajo sessions were present and the records of five of the sessions were approved 
with a plan developed toward approval of the records for the sixth.  The Clerks of Session, Commissioned 
Lay Pastors and Pastors present were enthusiastic in their work.  Some of these session records had not 
been submitted to the presbytery for review since 1988.  He also reported that so far this year two other 
meetings have been held and three more scheduled to accomplish the yearly review of session records.   
Since only 30 of our 70 churches have been present or signed up for any of these reviews a follow up 
notice will be sent. 
 
The Presbyterian Panel Report  
The latest Panel Report highlights the profiles of Presbyterians as a people, describing them as a faith 
community (beliefs, church backgrounds, and levels of church involvement) and as a social and 
demographic community (age, sex, marital status, living arrangements, etc.). Using scientific sampling, the 
results provide a broad look at the 2.5 million members, 110,000 elders, and 14,000 active ordained 
ministers who are part of the 11,000 congregations that make up the Presbyterian Church (U.S.A.). The 
report reports on such issues/questions as:  Overall view of the Bible, Opinions on “Only Followers of 
Jesus Christ can be Saved,” Theological Stance, Discerning a Call, Comparing Men and Women in 
Ministry, Why Do Presbyterian Families Look So Different Demographically from the U. S. Population?, 
Worshiping as Couples, and Employment Status and Income. 
 
This report provides information that might prove helpful to sessions and or evangelism committees.

Actions  of the 215th General Assembly (2003)

Assembly Dick suggested that council members review the information provided in the brief summary (13 
pages) for possible discussion at the October Council Meeting. 
 
COUNCIL ITEMS 
 
SYNOD COUNCIL – PRESBYTERY COUNCIL DISCUSSION 
Background 
A letter written by Adrian Martinez and Janet DeVries on behalf of the Synod Council, dated July 14, 2003, 
was sent to Ken Moe regarding the financial situation in Grand Canyon Presbytery and asking for an 
opportunity to meet with the members of Council: 
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As partners in ministry, the Synod Council of the Synod of the Southwest expresses concern for the Presbytery 
of Grand Canyon in light of its present financial crisis.  Because we are aware that you may have to make 
decisions about eliminating staff positions and reducing or eliminating aid to congregations, curtailing any 
further church developments, or foregoing other opportunities that exist within your part of God’s world, 
and, recognizing that such decisions would be difficult for the presbytery and the synod, we would like the 
opportunity to meet with you to discuss how we might be helpful in assisting you to explore options...  
 
Discussion 
The following members of the Synod Council were present at today’s meeting of Grand Canyon Presbytery 
Council/Trustees:  Janet DeVries (Synod Executive/Stated Clerk), Adrian Martinez, (Synod Moderator and 
Moderator of Synod Council), Jaime Quinones, Conrad Rocha (Chair of Budget/Finance Committee of 
Synod), Fran Park and Mary Lynn Walters. 
 
Gloria Wilson and Conrad Rocha began the discussion.  Members of the Synod Council stressed that they 
were present to offer support and serve as a resource.  There was an opportunity to discuss the financial 
situation in the presbytery, and the concern over the ICC Property and the Synod’s pending move to Tucson.  
The funds available to the Synod of the Southwest from General Assembly Partnership Funding were 
discussed and it was pointed out that for 2004 all of the funds available through General Assembly will be 
distributed to the four presbyteries and in addition the Synod will provide funding to the four presbyteries in 
the amount of approximately $75,000. 
 
A general discussion took place regarding the formula agreed to by the four presbyteries for the distribution 
of funds and the impact on the formula as it relates to our presbytery when churches reduce their 
contributions to the synod.  Other discussion took place regarding the pending move of the synod office and 
matters of general and mutual interest. 
 
Kate Wilmoth thanked the members of the Synod Council for being present at the meeting and taking the 
time to participate in the discussion.  Jan DeVries thanked the members of Council for also taking the time for 
dialogue. 
 
ACTION ITEMS

25.  BUDGET COMMITTEE REPORT 
25.1.  Update on 2003 Budget and Parameters for 2004 Budget 

Gloria Wilson, Budget Committee Chair, provided an update on the current state of the 2003 Budget and 
presented the Budget Planning Parameters for 2004.  As of the end of the first quarter, the projected budget 
shortfall was $170,000.  By the end of May, the Presbytery Council had approved budget reductions of 
$93,000; the Council authorized up to $50,000 of the designated reserve account to support the 2003 budget; 
additional support of $7,000 was received from the churches and individuals and it is anticipated that 
$23,000 will be received from churches that did not pledge for 2003 but in the past of contributed to General 
Mission. 
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25.2.  Report from the Budget Sub-Committee  
Rev. Shelly Moe (Chair of the Preparation for Ministry Committee) and Rochelle Mackey (Chair of 
Stewardship, Mission and Communications Development Committee) have been appointed as co-chairs of a 
special Budget sub-committee for the purpose of reaching out to congregations in the presbytery and     
sharing stories of the many ways the presbytery is involved in ministry.   They will be looking for a group of 
volunteers to help with speaking to each congregation and they asked for churches to be responsive in letting 
them know when best to visit their congregation.   

26.  PER CAPITA APPORTIONMENT 
On recommendation of the Council, the Presbytery APPROVED an increase in the Per Capita 
Apportionment Rate effective January 1, 2004, based on church membership as of December 31, 2002, from 
$24.00 to $24.66 due to an increase in the Per Capita Rate for the General Assembly of $.07, for the Synod 
of the Southwest of $.45 and for the Presbytery of Grand Canyon of $.14. 

 
27.  SOCIAL JUSTICE AND PEACEMAKING  

 Mission Projects – Mountain View Presbyterian Church Youth Group 
At the invitation of the Social Justice and Peacemaking Committee, Megan and Anne LeCluyse and Jenna 
Ashton, three youth from Mountain View Presbyterian Church, shared with the presbytery, the mission 
activities that the Junior and Senior High Youth Groups at Mountain View have done through the year.  
They also showed a PowerPoint video that they made for their congregation about their work camp 
experience in June 2003.  Approximately 70 youth, and a few adults, traveled to Mexico to build structures 
for Casa por Christo.  Megan said, “All the mission work we do helps us to see the social injustices of the 
world.” 

28.  EDUCATIONAL MINISTRIES 
28.1.  The Big  Event 

Rev. Helmi Fulton and Lawn Griffiths, highlighted plans for the upcoming Big Event, to be held at Valley 
Presbyterian Church, Paradise Valley, on February 7, 2004.  The theme will be, Fill My Cup, tuition will be 
$15.   
 

28.2.  Kerygma Workshop 
Jackie Poling highlighted plans for an upcoming Kerygma Workshop in the valley on October 25, 2003 at 
Memorial Presbyterian Church. 

 
29.  THE CHALLENGE OF MINISTRY IN TWO WORLDS 

Rev. Judy Wellington, Presbytery Associate for Native American Ministries, reported on the subject of the 
Indian ministry that the Presbytery of Grand Canyon shares on behalf of the entire denomination.  Her report 
highlighted the need to get to know one another better so that we might encourage each other in ministry and 
witness (full text of this report is posted on the Presbytery Website).
